Practical Nursing students will be selected for 
enrollment by a point system, based on the 
following criteria: ACT or ASSET or COMPASS 
scores, NET scores, advanced coursework, medical

packet showing a grade of “C” or better to receive points.  

One (1) point may be earned for each course listed 

Re-Admission or Transfer:

Any applicant for readmission must meet the PN 
selection criteria for program admission. If a student 
is interested in readmission a review of theirscores, NET scores, advanced coursework, medical 

certifications, an essay questionnaire, and College 
GPA.  In the event of a tie for the last available 
position, that position will be given to the person 
with the earliest submission of application material.
